   There are 3 online training courses starting in
the Autumn. There is the TCE 1 course, the JYC
leaders course (youth) and the Preschool
teacher’s course. 
   The TCE 1 course is for 12 weeks but divided
into 3 modules. The aim is to equip teachers to
teach children more effectively. Looking at
teaching a memory verse, a Bible lesson and the
steps needed in leading a child to the Saviour. It
starts on Thursday 11th September at 7:30pm.
   The JYC leaders course focuses on teaching
youth. It starts on Wednesday 24th September
for 10 weeks. The Preschool Teacher’s course
starts on Saturday 4th October for 7 weeks and
focuses on teaching children aged 3-6.
